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I. Methodological aspects  
This report is based on sociological research performed simultaneously within several countries from South-Eastern Europe: Macedonia, Montenegro, Republic of Moldova and Serbia. 
The survey was performed during April 2004 – January 2005
The objectives of the research: 

· Identifying the problems the disabled students are confronting with;
· Setting out the adaptation level of the equipment and work instruments used during the educational process to the necessities of the disabled persons;

· The study of disabled students’ opinion regarding the relational environment;

· Detecting the priority action directions for improving the state of the education for disabled persons;

The interviewed subjects: disabled students 
At the research participated 392 subjects. With the following countries allocation:

The students were selected from the main high education institutions from the country. The pattern comprises students from different years and specialities. 

Men and women between 17-36 years old were interviewed. The big majority of the interviewed have locomotory system affections and chronic diseases (see Table 2).

II. The studies of the disabled persons within high education institutions 
2.1. Physical accessibility within education institutions

The majority of the persons mentioned the inaccessibility or partial accessibility of physical conditions referring especially to the institutions entrances and moving within the institutions, as the absence of elevators or the difficultness of using them, different architectural barriers. 
About one third of the research participants from Macedonia mentioned about the total inaccessibility of the administrative and teachers’ offices, the majority of the Republic of Moldova subjects consider them partially accessible.
A real problem according to the students represents the building orientation for persons with visual disabilities and other categories of persons with such difficulties. 
For the majority of the respondents the classrooms are „partially accessible”. 
All the respondents think that there should be done some improvements in what concerns the physical accessibility in high education institutions for disabled persons. First of all, according to the participants’ opinion problems regarding architectural barriers: elevators accessibility, building banisters, special architectural structures for adapting to the interior should be solved. A considerable part of the research participating students also mentioned about the necessity of adapting the interior of the institutions for visually disabled persons: for space orientation, endowment with equipment for blind people, a better illumination of the classrooms etc. 

Some students from different countries think that for improving the accessibility into the institution they are studying in they need to be helped by a person. 

Republic of Moldova students highlighted the necessity of more spacious classrooms, comfortable furniture, modern equipment, computers, as well as books. Some students from this country think in order their department they are studying at to be more accessible people from Ministry of Education and administration of the institutions should be more receptive. 
Some students from Serbia mentioned that the organizing transportation for disabled persons is welcomed, as well as a better air conditioning system. One student from this country thinks that a smaller number of students in the group and Internet access would make the institution more accessible to him.
2.2. The living place of disabled students 
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Fig. 2.2. The living place of disabled students 
The majority of the students live whether with their parents or in students’ hostel. The majority of the students living with their parents mentioned that it is their own choice and it is more convenient for them, there also were some students mentioning that the lack of their own financial resources oblige them to depend on their parents. 
As a rule, students from villages or from other cities than the one they are studying in, live in students’ hostels with roommates. For some of them the students’ hostel is their own choice, while the majority mentioned about not having another alternative because of financial difficulties. For some students the hostels are inaccessible for the kind of disability they have and in such cases they are obliged to rent apartments, another category of students that rent are those that can afford paying more for better conditions. There is a category of students that live in inaccessible conditions but the lack of financial resources offers no other alternative than living in a students’ hostel.  
Referring to the students’ hostels conditions, the majority of the students, regardless their type of disability mentioned physical inaccessibility for persons with locomotory problems, the lack of banisters, elevators, balustrades, etc. 
Another disadvantaged category, for which the hostels are also inaccessible are persons with visual problems, according to the respondents’ opinion special conditions should be created for them: different orientation signs, better illuminated rooms, etc. 

Research participants opted first of all for some special physical conditions which would facilitate their hostels access and wouldn’t place them in disfavour with other students. The respondents from Republic of Moldova mentioned that they would like their general living conditions of hostels to be improved: reparations, newer furniture, accessible kitchen equipment, improving the situation of bathrooms, access to telephone, hot water etc. Accessibility of kitchen conditions within hostels is also a problem for Serbian disabled students, some of the respondents from this country mentioned that well-prepared personnel within hostels should be thought about, another suggestion that came from this students is organizing transportation for students probably from their institution to the students’ hostels and vice versa. 
2.3. The evaluation of the classrooms 
The majority of the research participants regardless the country specified that the classrooms and the lecture rooms are “partially adapted” for disabled persons. Only about 7% of the respondents mentioned that the classrooms are totally adapted. 
Research participants offered some suggestions regarding endowing the classrooms with materials and necessary didactic equipment, the majority of the students mentioned that of considerable help would be audio, electronic or even video-books, for some of them Braille-adapted books and a more flexible schedule. 

A lot of the students with locomotors difficulties, but also those with auditory and visual disabilities mentioned about the necessity of a technical support during the classes, but also for moving in the classrooms. 

Modern equipment, more comfortable furniture, air conditioners, autonomous heating, an improvement of physical conditions generally speaking is necessary for the classrooms. 

Although the students were asked to give suggestions about improving classrooms conditions they also mentioned the necessity of a better teachers-disabled student’s collaboration, for example: their accessibility after classes, a better consideration.  
2.4. The most significant elements for disabled students support 
According to the respondents for support in education the following are required:

The most important support in education help mentioned by the respondents was financial support, scholarships. With this money they would surpass some transport, equipment, etc.  problems. 

The necessity of adequate equipment was mentioned especially by students with visual problems, which proves that they are concerned with this problem and feel disadvantaged because of their incapacity caused by their disability. 
A lot of the interviewed students mentioned that the transport would be a long-wanted support for disabled students. It is important that not only locomotory disabled students mentioned about this, but also other subjects’ categories for whom travelling within public transport represents a difficulty. 
Personal assistance was mentioned by some students, but there was noticed a kind of reticence from male students in opting such an assistance. It is important that even some students with locomotory or visual disabilities that need a conductor had chosen another types of assistance, probably the majority of them try to solve their problems on their own. 
2.5. Teaching and evaluation conditions for disabled students 
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Fig 2.5. a. Review of answers regarding possibilities exams and lessons to be noted and suitable to the students with disability.

In the most of the cases or in some of them, according to the respondents the evaluation conditions are adapted to all types of disabilities. But almost one third of the students from the Republic of Moldova mentioned that evaluation, teaching conditions are totally non-adapted for disabled persons.  
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Fig 2.5. b.  Review of the answers regarding willing of the professors to help disabled students. (%)

More than half of the respondents from Republic of Moldova and Macedonia think that a very small number of teachers pay attention to the problems the disabled students face during educational process.
The majority of the students from Montenegro and Serbia think that the majority or even all teachers take into consideration their students type of disability. 
Only few students (16,8) from Republic of Moldova mentioned that none of the teachers makes any difference between disabled students and the rest of students. 
If analyzing the Fig 2.5. one can conclude that the students from Montenegro and Serbia had positive experience during their education process and highly appreciated the adaptation of the evaluation and teaching system for disabled students. 
2.6. The attitude of the teaching staff and the colleagues towards disabled persons 
A. The relation with the teachers 
The following diagrams show discrimination or privilege attitude of the teachers towards disabled students. 
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Fig. 2.6.a. Disabled students that are discriminated by their teachers 
The majority of students mentioned that didn’t see or hear about disabled persons to be discriminated by teaching staff or by the administration. Almost all the students from Montenegro (95,2%) said that have never been discriminated by their teachers of administration.  
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Fig. 2.6.b. Disabled students privileged by their teachers 
Although the majority of the research participants regardless their country said that didn’t feel discriminated and haven’t heard of any discrimination cases from their disabled colleagues, one can see that more than one third of the students said that they are not privileged by their teachers of by the institution personnel, which already implies discrimination. Disabled students are from the very beginning disadvantages in a way in comparison with other students because of some incapacities caused by their disabilities, the fact that they are treated the same as other students, offered the same education conditions discriminated them from the very beginning, because in order to have the same performances as the other students have they have to make additional efforts, and some things are contra-indicated or even impossible to be done. Offering some privileges to disadvantaged students should be motivated by the fact that these categories of students are disadvantaged from the very beginning and these privileges will place these students in similar or even identical situations with other students. 
Still some students, about one fifth of them, stated that they feel privileged by teachers, the latter being more indulgent with them, sparing some of their works, helping them supplementary, offering some facilities, and for example „passing the exams according to the possibility”
B. The relations with the colleagues 
In order our activities to be successful an important element is the social environment and the support of other people. Disabled students need moral support as well as physical aid from the rest of the students. How willing are their colleagues to help them can be seen in the following table (see Table 2.6.b)

The most difficult thing for a disabled person is to go to the toilet because most of the students mentioned that no one would help them. 

The weight, in the majority of cases, regardless the task, went to “”few students”. Respondents from Serbia highly appreciated the availability of their colleagues to help disabled persons. 

The majority of disabled persons are supported by their colleagues when entering the institutions, moving throughout them or obtaining information. Although there were subjects mentioning that the majority or all the students are eager to help them with their education process, there were also a lot of abstaining students. 
The following indicator is presented for showing the perception of the colleagues’ attitude towards disabled students. Thus, the respondents were asked if their colleagues would like to study with them, settling different relations with them within or outside the institutions. The presented data show the integration capacity of disabled students in a group.

More than half of the students from Macedonia and the Republic of Moldova stated they felt to be discriminated by their colleagues still the situation is a little better in Montenegro where 16,3% of the students consider to be discriminated by their colleagues.

But in all the countries students say to be more discriminated by their colleagues than by the teachers.

III. Motivational factors and social relations 
3.1. The integration of the disabled students with the academic environment 
The specialists and common people still discuss if the disabled students should be involved or not in the common academic environment. Disabled students were asked to answer this question.

The majority of the research participants mentioned about supporting the initiative, because they think that every young person has the right for education. Still, about 10% of research participants think that there should be a specific approach depending on the type and level of the disability. 

Respondents from Republic of Moldova, as well as those from Macedonia think that the biggest chance to involve with the academic environment together with their akin have those students that suffer from auditory affections and the smallest ones are given to those persons that suffer from the incapacity of studying. A significant fact, but small chances regarding involvement with academic environment were given students with locomotory affections, more than one third of those that think that a selective approach towards disabled persons is necessary, think that this category can’t involve with student environment.

The number of persons from Macedonia (3,5%) that think that it is impossible for disabled persons to study with other students because of living conditions, is relatively small, but it is higher for Republic of Moldova’s case (11,4). They think that special institutions will offer them better conditions, adapted to the type of the disability they face. There was a small number of students saying that the presence of disabled students creates drawbacks to other students.

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The experience with their akin and teachers was highly appreciated by the respondents from Macedonia, more than one half of them called their relations with akin as well as teaching staff  “excellent” regardless their education level.  

Respondents from Republic of Moldova were more reserved in appreciating the experience with their akin and teachers, the weight taking the qualificative “good”, followed by “very good”, there were few people calling their experiences „excellent”. 

One can see that the best relations with akin the participating research persons had in the kindergarten, the experience becoming worse during superior courses, a small improvement being noticed during high school years.

3.3. The factors that contributed to successful results of disabled students 
Earnestness 
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Parental support 
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Akin support 
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Teachers’ support 
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According to the respondents of less help were the akin, to whom some of the participants ascribed the qualificative „less” or „of no help” according to the support offered to their successes. 

Teachers support is highly appreciated by respondents from Macedonia, and less by those from Republic of Moldova, the latter mentioning that the teachers supported them „little” or „so, so”. 

Of the biggest importance to the successes of disabled persons, according to their own thinking is their own eagerness, and parental support, which is supported by firm will and self-confidence. It also encourages the parents to support their children’s activity, while disabled students need moral and financial support in order to succeed. Personal eagerness is the essential factor for the majority of the students from Macedonia, while those from Republic of Moldova think that their success is mainly due to their parents. 

At the same time, when talking about the factors they consider as being of overwhelming importance (Personal eagerness and parental support) the research participants gave the following pieces of advice to parents of disabled persons: first of all to trust their children’s capacity to involve with other people and to support them, as well to support them in their trial to become independent in taking decisions, not to be overprotecting. The subjects think that persistence, will and patience is the key to success, and it is of most significance to support morally their children, to love and encourage them. 

A small number of persons suggested that parents should: address special institutions, to hire a helper, not to make too much pressure on their child, to think about their child disability as an advantage and not as a disadvantage. 

We think that an important factor for disabled students successes also constitutes their involvement with the society beginning with the first education levels in the elementary institutions, the majority of interviewed students mentioned that they attended ordinary schools, only a small number had attended special schools. Another specification is that the number of disabled students from villages is smaller than that of ones from cities, although the countries that participated at the research have a population preponderantly rural, probably the chances offered to disabled young people from villages are smaller and are determined by several factors: information level, socio-economic conditions, etc. 
IV. Conclusion 

· For the majority of disabled students the department they are studying at is „partially accessible”, the most difficult for students is physical accessibility regarding moving through the interior of the building, because the elevators are absent or out of order, but also because there are no special constructions as: banisters, support bars, special orientation signs for persons with visual affections etc.     

· The majority of the research participants live with their relatives or with other colleagues in students’ hostels. This is mainly caused by the feeling of comfort in case they live with their family, and their staying in the hostels is motivated by the lack of financial resources for another alternative.

· The most important support in having education assistance is, according to the respondents, the financial support, scholarships.

· Evaluation and teaching conditions are adapted, according to the majority of the respondents, only in “few cases”. Students from the Republic of Moldova are the most discontented in this case. 

· As a rule, students think that a small number of teachers take into consideration the fact they are disabled, more attentive to this are teachers from Serbia and Montenegro. 

· The majority of the respondents mentioned about not being discriminated (themselves or their disabled colleagues) by their teachers or colleagues, but also privileged. About a quarter of the respondents mentioned that their colleagues privilege them in certain situations. 

· Actually, disabled students think that their relations with their fellows and teachers were very good or even excellent during kindergarten till high school. Still, one can see that the relations got worse during superior sessions. The most favorable situation is in Macedonia, the majority saying that the relations with their fellows and teachers were „excellent”. 

· The most important factors that contributed to the disabled students successes are: „personal eagerness” and „parental support”. 

· The majority of the disabled students had attended common schools. More than half of the subjects think that every person has the right to education and disabled children should study in ordinary schools. Some respondents think that there are no conditions for disabled students and there should be a selective approach depending on the type of disability.
